Schedule for week off—
July 4 through 11th

Marci’s Famous & Fast 
Pasta Dinner—
Eyeball Method—add as little or
as much as your eyes want!
Chopped Garlic
Sun dried Tomatoes
Olive Oil
Capers 
Roasted Red Peppers (jarred)
Black Olives
Lemon
Spinach
Feta Cheese or Parmesan
Basil
Salt and Pepper
Tiger shrimp 
Angel Hair Pasta

Bring water to a boil and add
pasta. Sauté garlic, sun dried
tomatoes and olive oil with shrimp.
After a minute or two, toss in
chopped peppers, chopped olives,
capers and squeeze of lemon.
Once the shrimp is pink season
with basil, salt and pepper and
throw in a hand full of spinach. 
By this time your pasta should be
cooked. Before you drain the
pasta add pasta water to your pan
to help create a sauce, drain pasta
and add to pan. Add cheese to taste!

15 minutes.
